06 — WINNING OVER WORRY

A Heart Check-Up: (4 questions)

1.) Where’s Your Treasure? (You can direct your heart where you want
It to go. Put some treasure there, and your heart will follow.)

2.) Who Do You Serve? (In this section, Jesus encouraged us to be

single-minded on God. Why? A divided mind puts us in darkness.)

3.) Where Is Your Trust? (This question deals with the issue of worry.)

v" Why bring up worry? Because I In fact, that’s

what worry *is*! The Greek word for “worry” comes from two
smaller words — “merizo” (meaning “divided”) and “nous” (which
means “mind”). A person who’s worrying is suffering from a divided
mind. If you want to be single-minded on God, you've got to learn to
deal with worry.

Verse 25-26 — “Therefore, | say to you, I about your life, what
you’ll eat or what you’ll drink, or about your body, what you’ll wear. Isn’t
life more than food and the body more than clothes? I of
the air. They don’t sow seed or harvest grain or gather crops into barns.
Yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Aren’t you worth much more than
they are?”

v" I'm going to ask you the same question. Aren’t you worth more than
a bird? Certainly. The birds are God’s creatures. But you're His
child. (Yet the birds live worry-free!)

v Birds live in this world, but they’re not hooked up to man’s system.
In the 1930’s, the birds didn’t even know there was a Great
Depression. (You never heard of any birds jumping out of
skyscrapers to commit suicide, did you?) Man worried and struggled
and stressed. The birds didn’t worry but they ate anyway!

v" Jesus’ Main Point: When you worry about food and the basic
necessities of life, you drop below the faith-level of a bird!




[image: image2.jpg]Verse 27 — “Which of you by worrying can add one inch to his height or
one hour to his life? And why do you worry about clothes? Look at the
wildflowers in the field.

If God dresses grass in the field so
beautifully, even though it’s alive today and tomorrow it’s thrown into
the furnace, won’t God do much more for you, O you of little faith?”

v If Jesus asks us to stop worrying, it only makes sense that He would
tell us how to do it. (Guard your thought life.)

Verse 31 — “Therefore I saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or,
‘What shall we drink?’ or, ‘Wherewithal shall we be clothed?’ ” (KJV)

v' The thing | want to bring to your attention is that phrase “Take no
thought”. If it’s possible to “take” a thought, then there must be
someone out there who's “giving” thoughts. (Satan.)

 When the devilbrings a thought, you aren't obigated to take !

v" How do you “take” a thought? “Therefore take no thought, I\\.
The moment you said it, you took it.

v" When the devil says, “What are you gonna eat?”, and you turn to
your wife and say, “Myrtle, what are we gonna eat?”, you just took
the devil’s thought. Now, it’s yours and you’ll start worrying about it.

Verse 31 — “Therefore I saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or,
‘What shall we drink?’ or, ‘Wherewithal shall we be clothed?’ or after all

these things do the Gentiles seek; You’re Father in Heaven knows that
you need all these things. But I the kingdom of God, and His
righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. ” (KJV)

I" Theme — Approaching Maturity

v" As you approach maturity, you'll find yourself facing a brand-new set
of temptations. (ie —Judging. When you first got saved, you weren’t
judging anyone. Everyone was ahead of you! You have to get some
growth under your belt before you start judging.)

A Verse Every Backslider Knows:

Matthew 7:1 — “Judge not, that you be not judged.”

v" Sometimes people leave the impression that we’re not supposed to
judge anything. (... that we’'re supposed to mind our own business
and just leave them alone!)

7 Things the Bible Commands Us to Judge:

v" When | use the word “judge”, I'm not referring to being critical and
“judgmental”. (The Bible never endorses having a critical attitude.)
By “judge” | mean we can look at the facts and make a “judgment
call”. (It will become clear as we go ...)
