The Mysteries of the Godhead
God the Father, God the Son, God the Holy Spirit—ONE GOD!


There is only one true God, but in the unity of the Godhead, there are three coeternal and coequal persons who aree the same in subsstance but distinct in function. The doctine of the Trinity embodies a truth which has never been “discovered” and is “indiscoverable” by natural reason. With all the searching, man has not been able to discover the deepest things of God...who is God and how does the Godhead function?
1) God the Father – Since the Father is also a Person, He can enter into a personal relationship with each one of us. The closest and most tendeer love is that of the Fatheer. The Father is patient and understanding, but he will not tolerate sin. No sin is too big or too terrible that He will not forgive you if you ask Him to do so. Over and over again if your repentance is sincere.

2) God the Holy Spirit – The Holy Spirit is also a Person. He thinks, feels, purposes, knows, wills, loves and grieves. He regenerates and empowers us. He intercedes, teaches, testifies, leads, directs, commands, calls men to work.

3) The Father, Son and Holy Spirit are constantly distinguished from one another—the Son makes a request of the Father, and the Father gives an advocate, “another” than the Son, who is sent in the Son’s name, the Holy Spirit.
4)The Son is the second person of the Trinity, so we can also have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ. The Son had another very important mission to perform. He was to be the means of redemption for all of us here on earth. The holiness and justice of God demanded His crucifixion and resurrection. Jesus Christ was crucified...and rose again from the grave on the third day!
5) God’s plan...the work of Jesus Christ. It was redemptive. The Father sent Him to be a sacrifice for the salvation for everyone. While on the cross, Jesus took upon Himself all the past, present and the future of the whole human race. Jesus died that we might live. Now the holiness of the Father can look upon us through the spilled blood of Jesus Christ His Son, and see us as righteous and holy in His sight. Jesus continually intercedes with the Father on our behalf.
6) Remember: We were created perfect, but the sin of Adam and Eve brought evil into the world. In God’s eyes sin is ANY lack of conformity to the character of God, whether an act or state. Sin is a state of being. We are ALL born into this world in a state of sin, so we have to repent of our sins before God can commune with us.
Remember, the state of sin is eternal death. No matter how good you are, you are still a sinner and need the salvation provided by Jesus Christ.

7) Genesis 1:26 GOD [Godhead first mystery] – The Father speaks to the other two, the Son and Holy Spirit, saying “LET US make man in OUR image.” In Genesis 1:1-27 God had already created the earth and everything related to it. See also in Gen. 11:7-9...”Come LET US GO DOWN and there confuse and mix up their language, so they will not understand one another’s speech.” The LORD scattered them abroad...another name for God.
8) God [referring to their union as the Godhead] created “man” in their image... a second mystery. What does this look like? Gen. 1:28-31; Col. 3:9-11; James 3:8-9
