“RESURRECTION OF THE DEAD”


“Resurrection of the dead” is the fifth of the six principles referred to as “foundational”

in Hebrews 6. A commitment in hert and mind to the revelation of the Word of God 
 
“resurrection” is essential to a sound foundation. Error or weakness here, will affect the 
whole stucture of Christian life. It is  faith in a resurrected Christ that gives meaning to our


certain hope of the resurrection of our own bodies in the future. In fact, Paul says “no


resurrection . . . no faith” (1 Cor. 15:13, 14). There are THREE resurrections in the New


Testament to which our faith must relate:



1)   The resurrection of Jesus Christ – Past



2)   The ultimate resurrection of the believer in Jesus Christ – Present



3)   The ultimate resurrection of “all that are in the graves” – Future

WHAT IS THE MEANING OF THE WORD “RESURRECTION”?



“Resurrection” means “a raising up.” In its verb form it means “to cause



To stand up or rise; to raise up; to raise from sleep, and from the dead.”

DID JESUS CHRIST RISE FROM THE DEAD?



Matt. 28:6 – “He is not here: for HE IS RISEN, as He said. Come, see the



Place where the Lord.” (The angel speaking to the two Marys).



1 Cor. 15:20 – “But now IS CHRIST RISEN FROM THE DEAD.”

WAS JESUS CHRIST “SEEN AFTER” HIS RESURRECTION?



Acts 1:3 (JBP) – “After His suffering HE SHOWED HIMSELF ALIVE TO THEM


In many convincing ways, and APPEARED TO THEM REPEATEDLY over a period



of forty days talking to them about the affairs of the kingdom of God.



I Cor. 15:5-8 – “HE WAS SEEN of Cephas, then of the twelve: After that, HE WAS 

SEEN of above five hundred brethren at once: of whom the greater part remain


Unto this present, but some are fallen asleep. After that, HE WAS SEEN of James;



Then of all the apostles. And last of all HE WAS SEEN of me also, as of one born



out of due time.”

DID HE RISE WITH THE “SAME BODY” THAT WAS CRUCIFIED?


John 2:19-22 – “Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and



in three days I will raise it up. Then said the Jews, Forty and six years was this



temple in the building and wilt Thou rear it up in three days? But He spoke of



THE TEMPLE OF HIS BODY. When, therefore, HE WAS RISEN FROM THE DEAD, 



his disciples remembered tha He had said this unto them . . .”



Luke 23:55-24:3 – “And the women also, which came with Him from Galilee, 


followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and HOW HIS BODY WS LAID. And 


they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day 


according to the commandment. Now upon the fist day of the week, very early 


in the morning, they came to the sepulchre, bringing the spices which they had 


 and certain others with them. And they found the stone rolled away from the 


sepulchre. And they entered in and found NOT THE BODY OF THE LORD JESUS.”


Luke: 24:36-40 – “And as they thus spake, JESUS HIMSELF STOOD IN THE MIDST


OF THEM,  and said unto them, Peace be unto you. But were terrified and 


affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. And He said unto the, Why 

are ye troubled? And why do thoughts arise in your hearts? BEHOLD MY HANDS 

AND MY FEET. THAT IT IS I MYSELF: HANDLE ME, AND SEE; for a SPIRIT HATH 


NOT FLESH AND BONES, AS YE SEE ME HAVE. And when He had thus spoken, HE 

SHOWED THEM HIS HANDS AND FEET.”



John 20:27, 28 – “Then said He to Thomas,  ”Reach hither thy finger, and THRUST 

IT INTO MY SIDE; and be not faithless, but believing. And Thomas answered and 

said unto Him, My Lord and my God.”

Acts 2:30, 31 (ASV) – “Being, therefore, a prophet (David) and knowing that



God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the FRUIT OF HIS LOINS He would 


set one upon his throne: he FORESEEING this SPAKE OF THE RESURRECTION OF



THE CHRIST . . . “

IS IT “NECESSARY TO BELIEVE IN” THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD JESUS 


CHRIST?



1 Cor. 15:1-4 (Weymouth) – “But let me recall to you, brethren, the Good News 

which I brought you, which you accepted, and on which yo are standing, through


which also you are OBTAINNING SALVATION, if you bear in mind the words in


which I proclaimed it – unless indeed your faithhas been unreal from the very 


first. For I repated to you the all-important fact which I had been taught, that 


Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures; and that He was 


buried, AND WAS SEEN by Peter, and then by the Twelve.”



Rom. 10:9 (ASV) – If thou shalt confess with thy mouth Jesus as Lord, and



shalt believe in thine heart that GOD RAISED HIM FROM THE DEAD, thou shalt


be saved.”

WHAT DOES THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS CHRIST “DECLARE?”



a.
JESUS CHRIST IS THE” SON OF GOD”




Rom. 1:4 (Amp) – “And (as to His divine nature) according to the Spirit



of holiness, was OPENLY DESIGNATED THE SON OF GOD in power – in a




striking, triumphant and miraculous manner – by His RESURRECTION




FROM THE DEAD, even Jesus Chist our Lord, the Messiah, the Anointed




ONE.”

 “DEATH IS DFEATED”




Rom. 6:9 (JDP) – “We can be sure that the RISEN CHRIST never dies again – 




Death’s power to touch Him IS FINISHED!”



c.
JESUS CHRIST IS “SUPREME OVER ALL” CREATED BEINGS




Maatt. 28:18 – “And Jesus came and spake unto them (after resurrection),




saying ALL POWER is given unto Me IN HEAVEN AND IN EARTH!”



Eph. 1:20-23 (JBP) – “That power is the same divine energy which was




demonstrated in Christ WHEN HE RAISED HIM FROM THE DEAD and gave




Him the PLACE OF SUPREME HONOR in Heaven – a place that is INFINITELY




SUPERIOR to any conceivable command, authority, power or control, and




which carries with it a NAME FAR BEYOND ANY NAME that could ever be




used in this world or in the world to come. GOD HAS PLACED EVERYTHING




UNDER THE POWER OF JESUS CHRIST and has set Him up as HEAD OF




EVERYTHING for the CHURCH. For the Church is His Body, and in that body lives




fully the One Who fills the whole wide universe.

RAISED AGAIN FOR OUR JUSTIFICATION.”

1 Pet. 1:3 – “Blessed be the God and Fatheer of our Lod Jesus Christ,




which according to His abundant mercy HATH BEGOTTEN US AGAIN



UNTO A LIVELY HOPE BY THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS CHRIST FROM




THE DEAD.”

“FUTURE JUDGMENT” IS ASSURED




Acts 17:31 – “God hath appointed a DAY, IN THE WHICH HE WILL 




JUDGE THE WORLD IN RIGHTEOUSNESS by that MAN whom He




hath ordained; whereof He hath given assurance unto all men,



IN THAT HE HATH RAISED HIM FROM THE DEAD.”



Amp. – “Because He hath fixed a DAY WHEN HE WILL JUDGE THE




WORLD RIGHTEOUSLY (Justly) by a MAN Whom He has destined




and appointed for that task, and He has made this credible and




given conviction and assurance and evidence to everyone BY




RAISING HIM FROM THE DEAD.”
