God’s Timeline – Part 6

Gog and Magog War


Ezkiel 38 and 39 are the same battle of Armagedden for several reasons:
1) The great earthquake happens in Messiah’s presence.


This earthquake is the greatest in history and matches ZECHARIAH 14:4. This earthquake is definitely the mark of the Messiah’s presence on earth at the moment of His touchdown. He will descend from heaven to fight the enrmy, Gog, to save His heritage, Israel, when they cry out “blessed is He who come sin the name of the Lord [Matt 23:39] upon their infliction. Zech 14:3 states, “The Lord will go forth and fight...His feet will stand in that day upon the Mount of Olives...” [Ez 38:19-20]

There can be no doubt that in Christian theology, the Lord will come in the flesh: Then we will have the greatest earthquake. Read chapters 38:19-20 for more details. This “presence” can be demonstrated further within Christian theology to prove that the scriptures in Ezekiel gives us the showdown between Christ and Anti-Christ. Jesus wins this fight and Anti-Christ (Satan and his armies) will be locked away for the thousand years of the millennium period.

“Israel will know that I AM the Lord their God from that day onward.  “(The) nations will know that I am the Lord, the Holy One in Israel.” [Ez 39:7]

Note that the Holy One is in Israel; the rest of scriptures uses the phrase “Holy One  of Israel,” hence Messiah will be on the earth at this time.

These passages agree with Revelation 19:17:


“And I saw an angel standing in the sun;  and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls  that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great God; vs 18 –that ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all [men, both] free and bond, both small and great.”


Scavaging birds are harbingers of death and symbolize judgment; these birds that eat the armies are found in both Revelation 19:17 and Ezekiel 39. There is further confirmation that Ez 38-39 is the Armageddon of Revelation 20:8.
2) All the prophets have spoken of Gog.


Ez 38:17 states, “Are you not the one of whom I have spoken in former days, by the prophets of Israel?”  We are unable to find any use of the name Gog in the prophets prior to Ezekiel or after, but if Gog is the Anti-Christ, we have little problem finding him. Prophets mention anti-Christ prior to Ezekiel: Isaiah, Jeremiah, Zechariah, Joel and David, and the New Testament Revelation, Thessalonians, Jude, and Mathew all spoke of the Anti-Christ.
3) Gog must be Satan in the flesh: “Is the battle of Gog and Magog before or after the millennium?”

BOTH! Once we understand that Gog is Satan incarnate, we will see that Gog is unleashed in the world twice,  once at Armageddon before the Millennium and once after the Millennium. No human could come into the world twice in such a span of time! He cannot, unless he is Satan.

Gog is simply another word for the Anti-Christ, the Assyrian, the Son of Perdition, and Lucifer. He has many names! Satan is also referred to as “the devil” and as “the proud one,” as he will ty to convince people that he is God. They are all one and the same being.  Since he will be loosed after the thousand years, he is still “Gog” and “Satan.” 

“And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison...” for the final war. [Rev. 20:7]

The Schaff-Hezog Encyclopedia of Religious Knowldege, citing Ancient Assyrian writings, places the location of Magog in the land mass between ancient Armenia and Media; in short, the Republics south of Russia and North of Israel which were comprised... Azerbaijan, Afghanistan, Turkistan, Chechnya, Turkey, Iran and Dagestan. Significantly, all these nations are Muslim nations today.


Why is it that the only nations today that want to annihlate Israel and drive the Jews into the sea are the Islamic nations? Why can’t prophecy students see this? Muslims pretend to make peace just as Mohammad, their prophet, did in 628 CE with the treaty of Hudabiya, when he was weak. He broke that treaty two years later and slaughtered the Meccans—when he was in a much stronger position to do so.


It is quite unlikely that Ezekiel  had either Russia or China in mind when he prophesied about Gog and Magog. He would likely have been surprised to hear
 of such correspondenses since neither country existed in his time.”
